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Overview -  Years 9 and 10 
 
Bundoora Secondary College is committed to addressing the needs of young adolescents by 
following principles that encompass the elements of cognitive, emotional, social, cultural, 
philosophical and ethical development of students. 
 
Our program aims to engage, stimulate and challenge students in a nurturing environment 
that promotes life long learning and a sense of belonging.

¶ Create learning partnerships of students, teachers and parents and also develop 
programs that allow students to interact with the wider community. 

 
 
The Victorian Essential Learning Standards 
 
2007 saw the change from the Key Learning Area structure to the new Victorian Essential 
Learning Standards (VELS) structure and its terminology. The former Key Learning Areas 
are now known as Domains. Each subject is known as a ‘Dimension’ within the Domain. 
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Students will be assessed according to the statewide Standards specified for each 
dimension. 
 
 
The Year 9/10 Middle School Structure 
 
Year 9 students will continue to be part of the Junior Team Structure for their core subjects of 
English, Mathematics, LOTE – German, Health and Physical Education. They will be able to 
select subjects from the Year 9/10 elective program that includes studies in each of the 
Domains – the Arts, Science, Health and Physical Education, Humanities, Civics and 
Citizenship and Technology. 
 
Year 10 students will join the Senior School and have access to VCE, VCAL and TAFE 
studies. The Core studies are English and Mathematics with selections of subjects to fulfil 
their course requirements from the Domains of the Arts, LOTE – German, Health and 
Physical Education, Science, Humanities – Geography, History & Economics, Civics and 
Citizenship, and Technology – Design, Creativity and Technology, and Information and 
Communications Technology. In addition to these choices, students may have the 
opportunity to undertake Extension Studies in VCE, VCAL or VET units. Access to these 
programs will depend on performance in Year 9 studies as well as advice from their teachers 
and course counsellor. 
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C o l l e g e  U n i f o r m  

Students are required to wear the prescribed uniform correctly and neatly whilst at, and 
travelling to and from, the College. If, for some reason, a student cannot wear the full 
uniform, s/he is required to bring a note explaining the reasons to the relevant Team Office, 
where a uniform pass will be issued for the day. Students who are persistently ‘out of 
uniform’ will be subject to detention or other disciplinary action. Parents will be contacted to 
resolve the problem. Students are strongly encouraged to have all their uniform items for 
each day. Girls’ and boys’ pants are to be the traditional school trousers. Fashion styles such 
as stretch materials, flares and hipsters are not to be worn. Uniform should not be torn or 
altered. Pants should not be hanging below the heel and undergarments should not be 
visible. 
 

Students in the Junior School, Years 7 – 9 wear a slightly different uniform to the senior 
students in Years 10 – 12. The requirements are on the following pages. Year 10 is a 
transitional year and students may move to the full senior uniform as they grow out of their 
junior uniform. Under no circumstances may students mix and match uniform colours. 
Uniform must be worn on all excursions.  Students must wear leather school shoes (not 
runners) in all practical classes for safety reasons.  Students in Years 11-12 are expected to 
wear the prescribed senior school uniform. 

Parents are requested: 

¶     To ensure that their son or daughter is able to wear the correct uniform at all times. 

¶     To make sure each item of clothing is clearly named. 

In cases where the purchase of uniform items causes genuine hardship, confidential 
assistance is available on application to the Student Welfare Co-ordinator, the Team 
Leaders, the Assistant Principal or the Principal.

G e n e r a l  G u i d e l i n e s  

Year 9 and Year 10, 2009-2010 

 
For students undertaking the Middle Years Elective Program there is the opportunity to select 
from a wide range of subjects. 

The current elective structure has now been in place for a number of years and has been 
reviewed and evaluated and certain changes have since been implemented. Subjects are 
grouped in sets known as ‘blocks’. Students will be required to select from each block, giving 
an order of preference from highest to lowest. 

Students going into Year 9 will have 16 elective choices over the two years. There are 
recommendations concerning the number of electives chosen from each Domain.         
These recommendations are as follows: 

English:  All students are required to undertake ENG9 and ENG10. 

Mathematics:  All students are required to undertake MAT9 and MAT10. 

LOTE: All Year 9 students are required to undertake GER9 while students 
wishing to undertake German in VCE must select GER10 for both 
Semester 1 and 2. 

Phys Ed/Health All Year 9 students are required to undertake PED9 

   Students must either select HIPHOP1 at either Year 9 or 10. 

Science:  Students select at least 3 units over the two years. Students select at 
least one subject from each of the following 3 areas of science.

Students select Forensic Science or Scientific Investigations plus at 
least one from each of any two of the science areas.

Students may review the subject choices made at the commencement of Year 9 and select 
electives that will fulfil the requirements of the two-year course. In addition, students may 
wish to indicate an interest in studying a VCE Unit 1 & 2 or VET Unit in Year 10.
